Karen W.R. Lin, M.D., M.S. is an Associate Professor of the Department of Family Medicine at UMDNJ-Robert Wood Johnson Medical School. In addition to her administrative responsibilities as Director for the Family Medicine Residency, Karen works tirelessly to educate the community on leading a healthy lifestyle.  She is a family physician who also integrates acupuncture into her clinical family practice.

Dr. Lin has been an active member on the University campus, serving on the Executive Council, Admissions, Alternative Medicine, and Multicultural Education Committees. She received an Appreciation Award and multiple Teaching Awards from the Family Medicine Residency, as well as a Faculty Merit Award from UMDNJ-RWJ Medical School. She is one of the small group mentors for a longitudinal Patient Center Medicine course of medical students, and one of the volunteer preceptors for The Promise Clinic, a medical students-run weekly health clinic for underserved populations. She is appointed by the Governor to the Acupuncture Examining Board of New Jersey. She is the Medical Advisor to the Health Advisory Commission of Piscataway Township, President of the Board of the American Cancer Society—Middlesex County, and Board member to ACS-NJ Chinese Unit, and member of Diversity and Disparity Council of American Cancer Society. She is one of the volunteer physicians for underserved community with Tzu-Chi Foundation, New Jersey. Aside from Medicine, she was the past President of the Chinese American Cultural Association, elected fellow of Leadership New Jersey, and one of the program producers for the Chinese Radio Network.

Karen was born in Taiwan, Republic of China. She received her B.S. degree in Medical Technology at National Taiwan University, her Master’s degree in Environmental Science at Rutgers University, and completed her medical degree and Family Medicine residency training at UMDNJ-Robert Wood Johnson Medical School.
